We have promotional materials avail-
able in the copy room for you to take and post at your work place or to 
give to people you want to invite.    

Since the beginning of this school year, our youth ministry and 
some of our adults have been involved in BLESSINGS IN A BACK-
PACK. Several churches in this community have come together to 
start this national program for our schools here. Blessings in a 
Backpack provides elementary schoolchildren who are on the fed-
eral Free and Reduced Price Meal Program with a backpack of 
food to take home for 38 weekends during the school year. Back-
pack food includes easy-to-prepare, ready-to-eat foods, like gra-
nola bars, juice boxes, mac and cheese, and oatmeal. There are 
20+ million children in this country who are at risk of hunger. The 
consequences of hunger are much more than a growling stomach. 
Poor nutrition can result in a weaker immune system, increased 
hospitalization, lower IQ, shorter attention spans, and lower aca-
demic achievement. Children are fed during the school week by 
federal government programs, but we want to make sure they’re 
getting nutritional meals over the weekend, too. Last Semester, this 
community was only serving Guntersville Elementary. Beginning in 
January, we are now also serving Cherokee Elementary, Claysville 
and Asbury. Amazingly, those four schools represent almost 700 
children that are on Free or Reduced Meal plans. Because of the 
number of bags being packed each week, the assembling of the 
bags is now taking place in our Fellowship Hall every Thursday 
night at 5:45. This program needs your help in two ways: You can 
donate money: $80 feeds one American schoolchild on the week-
ends for a 38 week school year. You can donate your time: come 
join us on Thursday nights to help pack the food. We guarantee, 
you will be blessed when you become involved.
